Fund Medical Prescriptions

Pontiac, Mich. — Lighthouse of Oakland County has been awarded an $8,000 grant from Metro Health Foundation (MHF), marking the 20th consecutive year Lighthouse has received a MHF grant. The money will be used to help uninsured people who seek help through Lighthouse purchase emergency prescriptions.  

“Every day residents throughout southeastern Michigan come to Lighthouse asking for a variety of services such as food, housing, utility assistance, transportation to medical appointments, prescription medication assistance and more.  Many individuals throughout the region do not have health insurance and out-of-pocket prescription costs continue to rise”, said Tom Stowell, Lighthouse Emergency Services Executive Director.

“It is one of the most critical needs clients have and the MHF grant will help many area residents receive the medication they require to lead healthy lives,” Stowell said.  “Having the medication that our clients need is one of the first steps to allow them to return to self-sufficiency and to remain personally and physically healthy.”
Lighthouse of Oakland County, Inc. (LOC) has been providing services to low-income families since 1972. It is a family of agencies providing a full range of services designed to move people from crisis and instability to self-sufficiency. Lighthouse last year provided assistance to families and individuals in need on 70,000 separate occasions  through s three key subsidiaries: Lighthouse Community Development (LCD), which rejuvenates communities through affordable housing and educated homeowners; Lighthouse Emergency Services (LES), which provides emergency food, housing, medical, utility and other services to people who need immediate help; and Lighthouse PATH (PATH), which provides long-term housing and support to help women with children achieve self-sufficiency and a healthy family environment.
